1. Daxi, Taiwan STM - February 15 to April 15, 2023 (Rev. Pun and Team)

God opened our minds to see different perspectives during our two-month STM trip in Taiwan Daxi.

1 Faithful Servants

and used music in their communities

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2. Curagao STM - April 1 to April 15, 2023
(Terence and Team)

The purpose of this STM trip is to help the local pastor Rev.
Rock Chan outreaching the Chinese community there by
visitations and holding various activities such as evangelist
concert and health workshops. A girl accepted the
redeeming grace during a health workshop; and a man
responded to Rev. Chan’s calling during the evangelistic
concert and reconfirmed his decision to accept Jesus as his
personal Lord and saviour on the next day.

The local Chinese speak Cantonese and are migrants from KaiPing, Guangdong, China. They all work extremely hard
to earn money by operating snack shops, restaurants, grocery stores, hardware stores, or laundry stores. Many do
not attend Sunday Service even after conversion. The Chinese churches always lacks devoted Christians who are
willing to serve and is in desperate need of leaders to run the children & youth ministry.
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3. Panama STM - May 5 to May 19, 2023 (Andy and Team)

After three years of the Pandemic. This time to Panama, we have the largest number
of people in the team. There are fourteen people in total, and the average age is close >
to 70 years old. We went out to visit, distribute tracts, and evangelized from doors to doors under the temperature
of 38 C. In the cooking program, team members can transform the food production process into gospel messages
and share their personal testimonies. One of our team members who does not understand Chinese sang to spread
the gospel in the Cantonese opera new singing program. The "five loaves and two fish" they offered also fed some
people in the hands of God. We pray that the Lord will use our sharing. May God His name is exalted. 3
